o Keeping rogueing cost under control

 Average annual cost of £34/ha

e Cropped 920 hectares

* Annual rogueing cost of £31,280

 Reliablility

e TIMIng

e Bought In cost




Inter-row hoe - good on small plants in the row but leaves
plants in cropped row

Seedbed must be fine and level

In practice our seedbeds are too un-level and in bad
Infestations oats in the cropped row still have to be rogued

e Harrow comb - only effective If the oats are at 1
to 2 leaf stage

e Crop Is Invariably not established enough take
the comb

* Blind weeding could be an option
